The class room is a working conser-
vation laboratory located inside Lied Library’s Special Collections.

Clam-Shell Box Construction (SPRING Workshop 6 )

A Clam-Shell box is an intricate presentation box and storage enclosure for a book of value and importance.
They were invented and are used by the Library of Congress. They are perfect for a family bible or other
treasured book. In this hands-on class, you will create a custom box, for a book that you bring from home.
All supplies will be provided. Class size is limited. (This class was formerly titled, “Protective Enclosures”.)
